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Problematic use of generative artificial
intelligence among medical students:
analysis of behavioral patterns and the
phenomenon of cognitive atrophy

The rapid integration of generative artificial intelligence (AI) into the educational process
actualizes the problem of emerging new behavioral dependencies.

Aim. Determine the prevalence and specifics of problematic AI use among medical students
based on the analysis of specific behavioral patterns.

Materials and Methods. A cross-sectional study was conducted involving 81 medical
university students. A questionnaire including a targeted block of statements regarding the
nature of interaction with algorithms was utilized to assess daily practices and risks.

Results. It was found that 63.0% of respondents demonstrate adaptive AI use, 37.0% are
prone to problematic use (risk group), and no critical cases of complete Al addiction were
recorded (0%). Patterns of cognitive atrophy absolutely dominate the response structure
(specifically, 62% of students tend to uncritically accept Al answers as truth), while signs of
emotional attachment are minimal. A clinically significant phenomenon of dissimulation
(hiding AT use) and pronounced gender differences in the reflection of cognitive changes were
revealed. A strong positive correlation was established between uncritical trust in Al and
anxiety in its absence (p = .433, p = .0001).

Conclusions. The architecture of problematic AI use in the academic environment is
primarily cognitive rather than emotional in nature. The leading risk vector is the pragmatic
phenomenon of cognitive offloading, which leads to uncritical outsourcing of thinking
("cognitive miser"). This poses a threat to the development of autonomous clinical judgment in
future physicians and requires the development of targeted preventive and educational
programs.
